THedywarmerwill
begin to heat up and will reachsimaximum temperature in 1015 minutes. The sefegulating properties
of the jacket will prevent it from overheating.

The controller mou
designed to fit oto the existing clutch cable mount. Simply remove the top b StormRider

from the clutch mount, pass it through the mounting plate and then refit the b
back onto the clutch mount. The StormRider Controller connects to the batten
an inline 7.5Amp fuse.

The selector button on the front will cycle the
power level to the desired setting.

Wen the battery iscomplekly charged, the
system allows no further current to enter the battery. When fully charged, the redvidjhurn to green.

The chargeunit supplied has been chosen specifically for éx@2battery packs.No other chargerunit
should be used. These of any other charger unit is dangerous, may cause injury and will void the
warranty.



GETTING THBESTRESULTS

Although the battey hasbeen charged and checked, we recommend that you charige at least 3 hours
prior to first use. The closer ¢hF- 6 w 2p@nels are to your skin, the more heat you will feel. For
maximum benefit, wear only a fine pullovesshirt or blause underneath your StorRider bodywarmer.

Bodywarmersusing an optional battery pack will provide heat for up to 3 hoafscontinuous use.
Experience suggests that you will get the best results from your inienby switching the batteryOFF
after approximately 1% 20 minutes, as the heat generated from your muscles will be sufficient to keep you
warm. Turn the batteryONat least 5 minutes prior to entering a cold environment for comfort and battery
conservation purposes.

What happens if my heated bodywarmer does not get warm?
Check to ensure that your StormRider bodywarmer is connected to a power source, either via the
motorcyclefused cableor via the optional battery pack.



If connected directly to the motorcycle, confirm that both the cable to the bike battery and the cable to the
Cl 0 w Be@panels are fitted correctly. The heat panel cable is located inside the right pocket of your
StormRider.

When using the motorcyclpower cable to connect to your StormRider, the small battery cable that
connects to the optional portable battery pack is to be plugged into its associated socket (also found inside
the right hand pocket of your StormRider).

When using the portable battgrpack, ensure that the battery is charged. After plugging the battery pack
into the associated charger, if the red LED on the charger comes on and stays on, the battery pack needs 1
be recharged. |If the battery pack is charged, showing a green LED svhiéched on, confirm that
